That agreement covers only short-term, public activities where participants would not have an expectation of privacy.  The agreement is intended to facilitate ethnographic reconnaissance studies of public events that are of short term or uncertain duration.  It is not intended to cover ethnographic studies of established practices in clearly defined memberships or for funded projects.  Ethnographers pursuing the latter types of studies should use the normal IRB procedures.
